· include a thesis statement that identifies whether conflict benefit or harms relationships
· organize your ideas in a logical order, and connect those ideas using transitions

· develop your ideas fully and thoughtfully with well-chose details and precise words
· You must  use at least two examples from your research in each body paragraph (4 total) to defend your response.

· Your essay should be about 750 words (1.5 pages single spaced).
