“Lamb to the Slaughter” Annotations

Today in class you will re-read and annotate the short story “Lamb to the Slaughter” by Roald Dahl.  Use the first page that we did together as a model. To receive full credit, you must annotate accurately and thoroughly using highlights and marginal notes.    
Follow these steps:
· You should have already created a color code/key for the terms listed below.  Make sure to use your key as you annotate
· Mark any important words, phrases, or sentences that you find to be valuable according to the color code.

· Make notes along the side that explain why you highlighted or marked that word or sentence. Every marking should have a note beside it as we practiced in class. Think: “Why did I mark this phrase?” “What did I learn about the character?” 

Use this checklist as you annotate to find examples of:

____ Characterization

· Mark adjectives (descriptive words) that show characters’ emotions, reactions to others, or their motivation.

· Mark important decisions they make or important changes in characters.

____ Setting

· Time and place (consider not just time of day, but time period)
____ Conflicts

· Internal Conflict(s) – problems within the mind of a character
· External Conflict(s) – problems between a character and another character or outside force
____ Imagery and Figurative Language: 

· Mark language used to describe by appealing to one or more of our five senses. See how many of the five sense you can identify (sound, sight, touch, taste, smell)

· Mark any examples you find of similes, metaphors, or personification.

____ Irony: 

· Dramatic - occurs when the audience knows something that characters do not know. 

· Situational - occurs when a situation turns out differently from what one would normally expect.
Look over your work. Have you marked an example for each of the literary terms above? Have you written a note next to every mark to show why you have annotated it?
