Original Quote:

“Now came the soul of Anticlea, dead,/my mother, daughter of Autolycus,/dead now, though living still when I took ship /for holy Troy.  Seeing this ghost I grieved,/but held her off, through pang on pang of tears…” (lines 614-618)
Embedded Quote:

Because Odysseus’ mother was “living still when [he] took ship/for holy Troy, “he grieves “through pang on pang of tears” when he sees her in the Land of the Dead (lines 616-618).
Example Analysis Paragraph with Embedding

Even though Odysseus is in charge, he is not responsible for the deaths of his men.  That responsibility lies only with them.  We are told in the invocation to the muse that “their own recklessness destroyed them all” (11).  They are warned repeatedly that they must show “restraint” with regards to the sun god’s cattle and practice “denial of [themselves]” if they hope to survive (638).  They are, however, “children and fools” and are unable to resist temptation and so “open [their] lungs to a big sea once and for all” as the gods get their revenge (12 and 877).
