Expository Essay Structure

Intro Paragraph:

·  Begin with a hook to get the reader’s attention and/or to introduce ideas to be explored in the essay.

· Last sentence is the Thesis Statement.  This is what your entire essay is about.

Body Paragraph I:   

·  First sentence is the Topic Sentence.  This is what your entire paragraph is about.

· Topic Sentence supports your Thesis Statement.
· Examples and explanations that support your topic sentence.

· Last sentence refers back to your Thesis statement.

Body Paragraph II:

· First sentence is the Topic Sentence.  This is what your entire paragraph is about.

· Topic Sentence supports your Thesis Statement.
· Examples and explanations that support your topic sentence.

· Last sentence refers back to your Thesis statement.

Conclusion:

·  Wraps up ideas in essay.  

· Explains how your body paragraphs support your Thesis.

· Could end with a call to action or change of mind.
