Due:  Monday, September 12 (A day) / Tuesday, September 13 (B day)  ***  You will be working with this assignment in class 9.12/9.13 so meeting this deadline is critical. 
Now that you have established significant moments in the lives of the protagonist in your chosen memoir, you will write a letter to that individual.  
Include:

· The date

· A greeting (ie:  Dear Ms. Walls,)
· Specific references to two moments you found to be significant from the memoir.  Discuss the value of the moment to the protagonist’s life.  Ask yourself:  How did this moment shape the individual? How did this moment Impact relationships between the individual and his/her family and/or friends?  What inferences can you draw from the individual’s reactions to the moment?  What other valuable information can be gleaned from this moment?
· One lesson you learned from reading the memoir with specific references to the memoir for support (think about our theme work with “The Three Little Pigs” and “Little Red Riding Hood”).  Remember that thematic meaning (aka lesson) is not about the plot.  The lesson should be one that the reader learns about him or herself, about life, about human nature.
· One moment from the memoir that parallels something from your own life.  Think about the emotions the protagonist experiences and connect that way if there are no similar concrete experiences.

· An appropriate closing (ie:  a quick thank you for reading your letter and your signature)

Criteria:
· Letter is typed; signed by you

· Minimum of 4 paragraphs 

· Minimum of 250 words

· Detailed references to the memoir that clearly reveal your depth of reading

· Finished product should be written in letter form
