Romeo and Juliet Thought Map Instructions

You will be given a set of 18 cards.  Each card is labeled with a major theme, item, character from the play, or is a ‘free card’ .
Complete the following steps:

· Arrange and re-arrange your cards according to the connections you see among the items.  Try it several different ways; you’ll be surprised at the way your ideas may grow and change as you move the cards around.
· Use the “free” cards to your advantage by choosing applicable ideas, objects, or characters that contribute to your overall view of the play. 

· If you find you cannot explain a connection, rearrange those cards to find a better fit.  
· When you are satisfied with your arrangement, glue them on the paper I have provided.  This is your map of the play.
· Write a clear, analytical explanation of the connections you made.  You may use your copy of the play as a reference.  
· Your map should include a total of 7 quotes that support your connections.  Write the quote above the arrow.  Make sure you cite the quote correctly (Act, scene, line number; For example:  I.ii.56)
· For each quote, write an explanation that is thorough and does not simply review the plot.  Consider characterization, irony, foreshadowing, tone, etc., when writing your explanation.  It is better for you to tell me exactly what you mean than to leave me guessing.  If you are not sure what to write as your explanation, ask yourself: Who cares?  So what?  Why does this connection matter?

· The final version of the “thought map” will have 7 quotes and 7 explanations to support the connections you made. 

· Check for spelling, grammatical, and mechanical errors.
